A voluntary grant program

Reduces air pollution from diesel-
fueled heavy-duty vehicles and
equipment

Provides funding to replace older
engines, vehicles or equipment with
cleaner models



Carl Moyer Program Funding

* SCAQMD awards about $30
million each year to projects that
reduce emissions

» This funding level is insufficient
to fund all projects

° More than 5o% of Carl Moyer
funds are used to reduce
emissions in disproportionately
impacted areas

Main findings:

* Diesel Particulate Matter (PM) accounted for 2/3
of air toxics cancer risk

* Ports (ships), rail yards and goods movement
