	This application and two accompanying applications (A/N's 391525, 391526) for similar arc grinders were submitted to increase the maximum permitted production rate from 2200 to 8000 pads/shoes per day.  A/N 393127 was submitted at the same time for replacement of the air pollution control system with a more efficient system to meet TBACT.  BACT is considered venting to a filter rated at 99.999% collection efficiency for 0.5 micron particles followed by a filter rated at 99.97% collection efficiency for 0.3 micron particles.  This is not meant to suggest that 99.999% and 99.97% filtration efficiencies should necessarily be permit conditions.
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
