SCAQMD
would consider the pipeline project to be one cuardus project under Rule 1166 and as
such would require a Site Specific Plan if morentBA00 cubic yards of VOC
contaminated soil will be excavated for the enpirgject (the operator could excavate up
to 2000 cubic yards of VOC Contaminated Soil witMaaious Locations Plan).
