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¢ Air Quality - A measure of how clean or polluted the air is.

¢ Meteorologist - A scientist that studies local weather patterns and movements that influence

where air pollution will travel and how it will affect air Quality.

¢ Methane - Greenhouse gas that contributes to air pollution.

e Ozone - Heat and sunlight cause chemical reactions between NOx and volatile organic

compounds, known as VOCs.

¢ Pollutants - Gases, dust, smoke, and odors that go into the air and make it unclean or less healthy

to breathe.

o Recycle - The process of collecting and processing materials that would otherwise be thrown away

as trash and turning them into new products.

Renewable Energy - Energy that is generated from resources that nature will replace like wind,
water, and sunshine. Sometimes called “clean” because it doesn’t pollute the air.

Sample - A small part of something that shows what the whole is like. Samples for large areas are
carefully chosen using scientific methodology.

Solar - Harnesses the power of the sun and does not contribute to air pollution.
